General Statement of Job Function: A Stagehand is responsible for operation of all assigned
scenic moves and assisting in the maintenance and repair of all scenic elements. Additionally,
they lend support to the scene shop in the implementation, build, load-in, and strike of all scenic
elements.

Principle Duties and Responsibilities:
● Complete all assigned scenic moves in a safe, accurate, and timely manner during

rehearsals and performances.
● Maintain a safe, respectful and collaborative work environment.
● Work collaboratively and effectively with a wide variety of coworkers at different levels

of skill and knowledge.
● Attend and participate in all technical rehearsals, notes, crew calls and performances as

assigned.
● Assist in coordinating the shifting and storing all scenic and properties elements.
● Participate in daily/weekly inspection of all rigging and motorized scenic elements.
● Assist in the maintenance and repair of any damaged scenic elements and production

equipment.
● Assist in the load-in, strike, and any notes for scenic elements.
